MANDATE FOR Annual SDG progress report (Para. 83):

» Follow-up and review at the high-level political forum will be informed by
an annual progress report on the Sustainable Development Goals to be
prepared by the Secretary-General in cooperation with the United Nations
system, based on the global indicator framework and data produced by
national statistical systems and information collected at the regional level.

» Develop the global indicator framework and a list of indicators
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» Provide technical support for the implementation

» Regularly review methodological developments, the indicators and their
metadata;

» Regularly review capacity-building activities;

Decision by the UNSC at its 47th session (8-11 March 2016)

Agreed, as a practical starting point, with the proposed global
indicator framework for the goals and targets of the 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development, as reflected in the list of
indicators presented in annex IV of the report, subject to future
technical refinement.

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Goal 1: End poverty in all its forms everywhere

In signing Agenda 2030, governments around the world committed to ending poverty in all its
manifestations, including its most extreme forms, over the next 15 years. They resolved that all
people, everywhere, should enjoy a basic standard of living. This includes social protection benefits
for the poor and most vulnerable and ensuring that people harmed by conflict and natural hazards
receive adequate support, including access to basic services.

Poverty was halved over a decade, but one in eight people around the world still lived in extreme poverty in 2012

The international poverty fine is currently
defined as $1.90 per person per day using Proportion of population living below $1.9 a day, 2002 and 2012 (percentage)
2011 purchasing power parity. In the decade

from 2002 to 2012, the proportion of the

global population living below the poverty

line dropped by half, from 26 to 13 per cent. Sub-Ssharsn Africs
