1. Only collect personal information if you really need it

2. Get it directly from the people concerned

where possible Open by design /
3. Tell them what you're going to do with it Closed by design

4. Be fair and not unreasonably intrusive when you're
getting it
5. Keep the information safe

6. Give people access to their personal information
if they want it
7. Let people correct information that's wrong
8. Make sure personal information is correct and not
misleading before you use it
