Follow the road towards Huntingdon (past Murray Edwards and Fitzwilliam Colleges)
and turn left into Storey's Way. This junction is marked by a traffic island in the
middle of the road.

Storey's Way has two sharp bends, the first to the left (where there is a width
restriction) and the second to the right.

Immediately after you have taken the second bend, the Churchill College buildings
will be ahead of you on your right.

From the A14 from the west (linking with A1, M1 and M6 from the north)

Take the first exit signed for Cambridge A1307 (avoiding the M11) and then keep
right, to avoid the A14 signed for Newmarket and the bus lane.

This brings you into the City along the Huntingdon Road (A1307). Pass Girton
College and the Girton turning on your left.

Take the next right-hand turn into Storey's Way, which is marked by a turning lane in
the centre of the road with bollards.
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Storey's Way has two sharp bends, the first to the left (where there is a width
restriction) and the second to the right. Immediately after you have taken the second
bend, the Churchill College buildings will be ahead of you on your right.

Parking

Parking is available at Churchill College and will be clearly signposted.
